Safety: Empty Chamber Indicators will be REQUIRED (NRA rule 3.21) in all firearms not in a case/bag while on range property. ECI’s will be supplied if you don’t have one. All firearms MUST be removed from the firing line before the line can be called safe. NO HANDLING OF FIREARMS ON FIRING LINE, INCLUDING UNCASING FIREARMS, while the line is safe. Firearms must be cased and uncased on the firing line. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ALLOWED. Eye and ear protection required on firing line.
Equipment: Rifles must meet NRA specifications. Rifles may be certified prior to the start of the event. Rifles may be reinspected by the match director, safety officer, or jury at any time during the duration of the match. Only clothing appropriate for weather will be permitted. Properly fitting shotgun style vests will be allowed. Shooting coats, unnecessarily heavy clothing, or anything on the person that would provide artificial support such as clothing having excess padding or stiffening material, or which restricts or supports the body in the shooting position may not be worn. Juniors may shoot standard class rifles in the hunter class event.
Squadding: Squadding will be arranged so that all competitors will have a spotter/score keeper when possible. Requests for squadding will be accommodated as best as possible. The requests will be considered on a first come first serve basis and need to be included with registration. Spotting scopes and spotter stools will not be provided.

Entry Limits and Fee: Entries begin at 9:00 am and close at 9:45 am on day of match. $15 per competitor. Pot-luck refreshments will be available as contributed by competitors. Entries will be limited to 48 smallbore rifle shooters and 4 benchrest shooters, based on the order in which registration payment is received.
Registration: Registration for all matches will begin at 9:00am and close at 9:45 am on day of match. Advanced registration is not required. Registration questions can be directed to: Ben Haines at ebenhaines@yahoo.com.
Jury: A jury of 3 will be selected before 10:00 AM Saturday. All protests must be submitted in writing before shoot offs. There will be a $20 non-refundable protest fee which must accompany the written protest. The jury’s verdict will be final. The jury will act as the final authority of protests and disputes involving procedures, equipment, or any other grievance filed.
Scoring: Competitors will be required to keep score for each other. Competitors are required to examine scorecards after each series and to initial cards before leaving the line. Any scoring discrepancies must be resolved at the end of the shot series involved and before targets are re-set. If a scorecard is signed without correction, the recorded score will stand and no changes will be made.
Ties: Ties for Match Winners will be decided by a five shot shoot off on turkeys. Ties for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places in classifications Master and AAA will be decided by a sudden death, single shot shoot off on turkeys. Ties for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places in classifications AA, A and B will be decided by reverse animal count. Ties that cannot be decided by reverse animal count will be decided by sudden death, single shot shoot off on the appropriate animal as follows: AA on rams, A on chickens and B on pigs.
Awards: Texas State Champion – High Overall Aggregate of Standard and Hunter Rifle Matches High Overall - Standard Rifle Match High Overall - Hunter Rifle Match 1st, 2nd and 3rd in each classification in Standard Rifle Match 1 st, 2nd and 3rd in each classification in Hunter Rifle Match 1 st, 2nd and 3rd in the Benchrest Match High Animal Count Awards are TBD and may consist of plaques, certificates or medals. Governor’s Twenty Pins will be awarded. High Overall Aggregate, Standard and Hunter winners will not be eligible for classification awards also.
Long Runs: Long runs will be fired at the end of each day after the conclusion of shoot-offs and awards. The request to shoot a long run attempt must be made prior to the awards presentation each day.
In-A-Row Pins: 5 and 10 In-a-row pins will be awarded upon request.
Miscellaneous Information: The range has a very long covered firing line and covered area with limited seating to eat. Feel free to bring your own chairs. There is NO RUNNING WATER at the range. Only portable toilets are available. Addicks range is in a reservoir. Flooding is possible. Generally, any flooding events are forecastable. If the match is to be called because of flooding the call will be made the Monday prior to the match. That should leave anyone with hotel rooms enough time to cancel them. Local hotels can be found using the address for the range. There is a nice Hyatt Regency literally 60 seconds from the range. There is no smoking on the firing line. Please take care with any smoking materials. ANY questions not covered here PLEASE call or email the match director. Pets are allowed on the property but should be supervised and kept on a leash.
Target Setting: Target Setters may be available. If Target Setters are not available, shooters will reset their targets and help out any shooters who are unable to walk to and from the targets.
Smallbore Benchrest Rifle Rules: Smallbore Rifle Benchrest Silhouette is shot off the bench at steel chickens, pigs, turkeys and rams all set at 100 meters. The targets sizes are 1/5 scale chicken, 1/10 scale pig, 1/10 scale turkey and 1/10 scale ram. Any shot that causes the correct target to fall over or fall off the rail is scored a hit and all other are scored as misses. Rifle are required to meet the specifications set forth in the NRA Silhouette Rule Book for Smallbore Standard Rifle. Rifles may be certified prior to the start of the event. The front rest may either be a bag, bipod, or traditional “benchrest rest” and the rest must be forward enough that the rifle cannot sit fully supported on the rest if the shooter is not holding the rifle. The rifle may not be clamped into the rest. No rear bag/rest is allowed. The rear of the rifle must be supported by the shooter’s shoulder. No part of the rifle may touch the bench. The shooter’s shooting hand/elbow, etc. may rest on the bench. The non-shooting hand/arm may not support the rifle in any way behind the trigger guard. Spotters are allowed as with all other silhouette disciplines. All shooters will compete with each other as a single group until an increase in the number of benchrest silhouette competitors justifies using the shooter classification system developed by the NASSA.
